Rachel (Ray) Feller was raised collecting
coins and paper money. Her yrst numismatic
convention was the American Numismatic
Association (ANA) convention in Chicago in
1991, when Ray was nine. At ten, she began
writing a quarterly column, Rachel Notes, in
The International Bank Note Society (I.B.N.S.)
Journal. At 25, she has written nearly sixty
columns. They have covered a wide range of
topics, including symbols for the
visually impaired, education on
banknotes, international travel,
playing-card money, movie
money, and the art of collecting.
She has received numerous
literary awards from the 1.B.N.S.
Rachel Notes earned the
Numismatic Literary Guild Award
for Extraordinary Merit. Ray
and Steve, her father co-author,
were presented an A.N.A.
Presidential Award in 2004.

Ray is a member of the American
Numismatic Association, International Bank Note
Society, Numismatic Literary Guild, the Society
of Paper Money Collectors, and MTCT. She also
served on the board of the I.B.N.S. She spoke
at the ANA Numismatic Theatre with Yasha
Beresiner. Ray and her father also co-taught an
ANA summer seminar on camp money.

Ray graduated cum laude from Lawrence
University in Appleton, Wisconsin in 2004. She
majored in psychology and English. During her
time at Lawrence, Ray was the editor-in-chief of
The Lawrentian. Her yction writing earned her
the Diderrich Prize in Creative Writing and the
Hicks Prize in Fiction. She also received honors
in independent study for her thesis, iSubtle
Rebellion: Symbols of Resistance on WWII
Camp Money.o

Currently, Ray is completing her doctorate
in clinical psychology at Antioch University New
England. Through her interest in psychology,
Ray has helped people in a variety of settings,
including community mental health, assisted
living, the public school system, tutoring, and
mentoring. Ray works with children, adolescents,
and adults in individual and group therapy. In
graduate school, Ray has done some research
into how collecting and other meaningful hobbies
can beneyt people emotionally and socially,
particularly in retirement.
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Steve Feller has been a collector of coins and
paper money for over 50 years. For 30 of these
years, he has researched the various kinds of camp
money that were used in World War II. This has
included several yeld trips to camp sites, archives,
and related places around the world. Included
in these travels are the Isle of Man, the Israeli
Holocaust Memorial in Jerusalem (Yad Vashem),
the Imperial War Museum in London, Westerbork
and Amersfoort concentration camps in
Holland, The United States Holocaust
Memorial Museum in Washington,
Holocaust Museum Houston, the Bailiwicks
of Jersey and Guernsey, and more.

Steve has been a long-term member
of the International Bank Note Society (I.B.
N.S.). From 1990 to 2007 he served as the
editor of the I.B.N.S. Journal. While he was
the editor, the magazine received several
awards from the American Numismatic
Association for iOutstanding Specialty
Numismatic Publication.o He is an award
winning numismatic author who has written
nearly 50 articles on World War Il camp money. His
articles have appeared in The Numismatist, The
Shekel, The Knight, and The 1.B.N.S. Journal. He
was a major contributor to the standard reference
World War Il Remembered: history in your handso
a numismatic study by Fred Schwan and Joe
Boling. He is also a proliyc speaker at numismatic
events of all kinds. Prior to this project, he authored
the museum catalog Questionable Issue Currency
of the Holocaust: The Charlton E. Meyer, Jr. and
Gloria B. Meyer Collection of Holocaust Museum
Houston. In addition to the I.B.N.S., he is a member
of many leading numismatic organizations including
the American Numismatic Association, the American
Israel Numismatic Association, the Numismatic
Literary Guild, the Chicago Coin Club, the Cedar
Rapids Coin Club, and the Society of Paper Money
Collectors.

Steve is a professor of physics teaching at
Coe College in Cedar Rapids, lowa. There he has
developed a well-known undergraduate research
program on the atomic structure and physical
properties of glasses. Since completing his
doctorate at Brown University and arriving at Coe in
1979, he has worked with more than 150 students
in this physics research. In 1993 he was awarded
The American Physical Society Prize for Research
in an Undergraduate Institution.

Steve and Barbara married in 1971. They have
two daughters, Ray and Heidi.
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
